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2. OBJECTIVES AND LEARNING OUTCOMES

Objectives

The course attempts to introduce students first to the religious, cultural and social systems of the three great Abrahamic religions,
Judaism, Christianity and Islam. He will also discuss Hinduism (Brahmanism), Buddhism, Chinese universalism, and other more
well-known teachings, but not classified as world religions. How do we interpret these religions and what do the followers of those
religions identify with themselves, the world, the transcendental reality over the world (i.e., God or the gods)? Also, what do they think,
know, and teach about followers of other religions? The scriptures of different religions are also the most important social teachings,
and therefore have a significant influence on the civilization as a whole, as defined by that religion. The curriculum presents the basic
theology, denominational systems, ethical and philosophical teachings of the above major world religions, as well as their world and
human image. Including the situation of women and children, schooling is a sign.
