The course aims to develop the comprehensive, listening and presenting skills of B2 level students based on target language videos,
primarily TED talks. Special focus is laid on skills related to work and learning.

As the course mainly focuses on the development of comprehensive and listening skills, students are given an opportunity to discuss
various topics, with the help of cooperative techniques.
