2. OBJECTIVES AND LEARNING OUTCOMES

Independence and responsibility
1. take responsibility for their own performance, they prepare their presentation and compile the glossa-ries, and

generally complete their tasks in an autonomous manner;
2. can work in groups to fulfil the tasks assigned for them.

Teaching methodology
Active participation in class work and tasks to be done in an autonomous manner: each trainee presents a topic in the format of a
presentation. They regularly read papers, follow the news in order to keep abreast of current events and pro-vide their peers with
relevant and up-to-date information. At the end of the semester, they take an examination (in test format in the online education system)
and will take an oral exam based on the topics provided by the teacher.
