In addition to basic interviewing methods, such as in-depth interviews, focus groups, and observation, the course will also cover
methods such as accompanied shopping, mystery shopping, case studies, and the increasingly popular netnography. In addition to
theoretical approaches to methods, the course aims to promote practical adaptation through case studies and project work and contribute
to qualitative research analysis. The course includes qualitative and quantitative content analysis, the basics of grounded theory
methodology, and the validation of qualitative research.
