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2. OBJECTIVES AND LEARNING OUTCOMES

Objectives

The course presents the general and specific characteristics of the legal problems arising in the information society, explores existing
regulatory solutions to new social and economic phenomena, and highlights the social risks posed by the regulatory demands arising
from techno-logical developments. The course does not aim primarily to provide a detailed description of the substantive law, but rather
to present the possible regulatory tools that are already available or are likely to become available in the context of new phenomena. The
course is structured around six major themes: the regulatory framework for e-commerce, European and national legislation on data
protection, intellectual property protection in the online environment, information technology issues in financial regulation, and
regulatory issues for online platforms among the regulatory issues for new services emerging in the market value chain.
