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2. OBJECTIVES AND LEARNING OUTCOMES

Objectives

The purpose of the course is to introduce students to the industrially organized processes of cultural production and distribution. We use
the definition of cultural industries in a broad sense: we consider all sectors that produce and distribute social MEANING as part of it.
During the semester, focusing on the economic and sociological context of the production of the report, we examine the strategy and
behavior of the key actors of the audiovisual, print and online media, the film, music and book markets, and even the PR industry.
