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2. OBJECTIVES AND LEARNING OUTCOMES

Objectives

The aim of the course is to explore the phenomenon of fake news and its economic and social context in the media environment of
digital technology. It will provide an opportunity to examine the social risks of online disinformation and its impact on the functioning
of the public sphere.The course covers the functioning of the media market ecosystem, identifies the relevant market players in the
context of the spread of disinformation, and the market mechanisms and phenomena that are associated with the mass spread of
disinformation. The course covers the functioning of the media market ecosystem, identifies the relevant market players in the context
of the spread of di-sinformation, and the market mechanisms and phenomena that are associated with the mass spread of
disinforma-tion.The course will explore in more depth the impact of Internet Intermediaries on news consumption patterns and the
functioning of the public sphere. It will describe the current regulatory environment for these services, highlighting the issues that give
rise to regulatory needs on the basis of the risks involved, and discuss available re-gulatory initiatives and proposed solutions in this
context. As the regulation of online platforms is still an evolving area of law, the course provides an opportunity to model the regulatory
process: students will formulate a common summary policy proposal based on the social, communication and media market aspects they
have learned about. The topic will be dealt with in an activity-based framework, in the form of interactive exercises, based primarily on
English-language sources.

6. Familiarity with the current regulatory environment of online platforms, as relevant to the topic, including regulatory
issues and approaches to respond to the social risks arising from their operation.

7. . Have an overview of the regulatory solutions that can be currently given to the problem map that can be drawn in
the context of the pseudo-news phenomenon.

8. Knowledge of the analytical criteria for identifying fake news.

Skills

1. Ability to interpret and place media trends and research findings in practice.

2. Ability to analyse from a legal and economic point of view the role, motivations and activities of online platforms in
the context of fake news.
