Objectives
The course is aimed to prepare students for intermediate (B2-level) language exams. During the course the students improve their
language competence, but the main purpose is to develop the strategies required for the exams. The course focuses on oral competencies
to prepare students whose language proficiency is already close to the level of their chosen exam for A or C intermediate language
exams.
